A three member bench of the Supreme Court of Pakistan on Thursday directed the Federal Tax Ombudsman to file a comprehensive report regarding alleged supply of contraband items under the garb of food supplies to the International Security Assistance Force (ISAF) in Afghanistan under Afghan Transit Trade Agreement(ATTA). 
Chief Justice Iftikhar Muhammad Chaudhry asked the Customs officials that how many scanners had been installed at various checkpoints in order to stop the smuggling of contraband items.
Munir Qureshi, Member Customs informed the court that ISAF containers could not be checked due to diplomatic restrictions. Justice Tariq Pervaiz then inquired that what would happen if the containers carry the weapons or explosive material. The Chief Justice remarked; “Pakistan is our country therefore we have to protect it”. He said national wealth must not be wasted and all the containers must have to pay tax in FBR. 
Appearing before the court, Moeed Pirzada, a TV anchor person, in support of his claim made in a program, said about 10,000 to 11,000 containers of ISAF, went missing from Karachi, as the Customs had no record of these containers.
He said irregularities were made in ISAF containers, as scanning was not being done, adding the Customs had scanning facility in Karachi since 2008 but it had not been used. 
SP Islamabad Capt (Retd) Liaquat said that foreign liquor in Islamabad came for the diplomats.
